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NAVLAB FE LITE CLOUD Introduction 
FE LITE CLOUD permits to manage in a full way the electronic invoice process (active and passive invoice 

processes) defined by the Italian regulations (SDI).  



FE LITE CLOUD is composed of two modules: 

- FE LITE CLOUD app: this is an extension that adds the invoice management functionalities to 

Dynamics 365 Business Central 

- TZ FE Connector: this is an external service that reads data via web services from Dynamics 365 

Business Central, generates the electronic invoice documents and interacts with the SDI system for 

exchanging documents. 

 

 

 

FE LITE CLOUD: SETUP 
The configuration of FE LIGHT CLOUD requires that an administrative user knows the rules of the electronic 

invoice process defined by the italian regulations (SDI). 

There are some fields with predefined values that will be automatically populated during the app 

installation, while other administrative parameters must be filled by the user accordingly to the company 

needs and business. 

In the next sections we’ll see the required steps to setup the advanced electronic invoice flow in Dynamics 

365 Business Central. 

Active Invoice Setup 
The parameters in the “Fattura Attiva” section must be filled as follows: 

- Versione XML (PA): FPA12 

- Regime Fiscale (PA): RF01 (possible values defined by SDI are described in the table 1 below). 

- Capitale Sociale: here must be inserted the capital stock that the company wants to appear in the 

SDI system (insert a number that normally is the same as the Capital Stock field in Company 

Information). 

- Rif. Bollo Virtuale (PA): SI 

- Versione XML (B2B): FPR12 

- Nota Esenzione IVA: insert something like “lettera n. %1 del %2” 

- Limite Spese Bolli: must be 77,47 (fixed value from the Italian regulation) 

- Importo Spese Bolli: must be 2,00 (fixed value from the Italian regulation) 

 



 

- Lotto Fattura Elettronica (PA): here the user has to create a new number serie (SDI regulations 

wants that this number serie must be 8 digits with only numbers). Create a No. Series called 

LOTTOFE and in the Starting No. field insert 00000001. 

 

 

 

All other parameters can be leaved as their default value.

The parameters in the “Intermediario” section are optionals and should be defined as follows: 

 

- Gestione con intermediario: TRUE 

- Identificativo Paese Intermediario: IT 

- Codice Identificativo Intermediario: insert a 7 digit code, for example INT0034 

- Codice Fiscale Intermediario: insert a 12 digit code 

- Denominazione Intermediario: insert a description 

- Soggetto Emittente: insert a description 

 

Passive Invoice Setup 
 

In the Fattura Passiva section, set the following values: 

- Accettazione da Scheda: TRUE 

- Natura IVA Valori: insert the string N1,N2,N3,N4,N5,N6,N7 (these are fixed values that comes from 

the SDI regulations) 

 

 



 

Company Information Setup: 
In Company Information some details are transmitted to the SDI system on every electronic invoice. The 

field that should be filled are the following: 

 

These fields, except for Provincia (County) are normally filled as default in Cronus company. 

 

In the Amministrazione tab, fill the following fields: 

 

 



Contries/Regions Setup: 
Search for Paesi and open the corresponding list page: 

 

In the Countries/Regions page, search for the record with Code = IT and fill the ISO 2 CODE (PA) field with 

the value IT: 

 

 

Payment Methods Setup: 
Search for the words “metodi pagam” and select the list page that will appear in the search results: 



 

In this list, the field Codice per Fattura PA should have a value like defined in Table 2 below (SDI regulation 

values) for each corresponding Payment Method code. 

For this scenario, set Codice per Fattura PA field for the following entries: 

- RIBA: set the MP12 value 

- TRASFBANC: set the MP05 value

Riferimenti Nostra Banca field can have an optional description if needed by the company. 

 

 

VAT Identifier Setup: 
Search for the words “cod iva” and select the list page that will appear in the search results: 

 

The VAT identifier code used by the company for the electronic invoice process must have the Codice per 

Fattura PA field with a value (defined by the Italian SDI regulation) like in the Table 3 below. 

For this scenario, assign the following values: 

- Code FCI2: assign Codice per Fattura PA field = N5 

- Code NI8: assign Codice per Fattura PA field = N3 

- Code NI9: assign Codice per Fattura PA field = N3

No. Series Setup: 
Search for the words “nr serie” and select the list page that will appear in the search results: 

 

On this list page, filter for No. Series Type = Sales (Tipo Numerazione = Vendita) and set Includi in FE field to 

TRUE for every no. series that must generate electronic invoices. For this scenario, set Includi in FE = TRUE 

for the following No. Series codes (see image below): 

- IT-FN-VEN 

- UE-FN-VEN 



 

 

Now filter the No. Series list for No. Series Type = Normal (Tipo Numerazione = Normale) and for the No. 

Series code that refers to sales shipments, set the Da Inserire in Dati DDT to TRUE if the company wants 

that the shipment no. will appear on an electronic invoice. 

For our scenario, set Da Inserire in Dati DDT to TRUE for the record with Code = V-SPED as in the following 

picture: 

 

 

Customer Setup: 
Accordingly to the Italian electronic invoice regulation, a customer can be classified as public administration 

(PA) or private (B2B). 

Case 1: PA Customer Setup 

Select Customer 10000. 

In the Customer Card, the fields displayed in the following pictures must have a value. 

General tab: Name field must have a value: 



 

 

Individual (Persona Fisica) tab: Fiscal code (Codice Fiscale) field must have a value. 

 

Address and Contact (Indirizzo e Contatto) tab. The following fields must have a value: 

 



 

Invoicing (Fatturazione) tab: the VAT Registration No. field must have a value: 

 

 

 

Fatturazione Elettronica tab: set the following fields: 

- Formato Trasmissione: PA 

- Codice Univoco Ufficio: insert a 6 digit value (ABCDEF) without creating the underlying record 

(accordingly to the Italian regulation, the record must be created only if PEC email address must be 

used for invoicing, like in case 2 in the next section). 



 

 

Case 2: B2B Customer Setup 

Select Customer 20000. 

The fields that must have a value are the same as described in the previous section (Case 1). 

In the Fattura Elettronica tab, set the following fields: 

- Formato Trasmissione: B2B 

- Codice Univoco Ufficio: insert a 7 digit value. Here you can create only the value or you can create 

the underlying record and insert also the PEC address: 

 

Create a record like the following: 

 

 

 

 



CIG Setup: 
Accordingly to the Italian regulation, a CIG code (optional) should be created when there’s a business 

interaction with a public administration entity. 

For this scenario, we create a CIG record. 

Search for “CIG” and select the list that appears on the results: 

 

Create a new record as in the following picture: 

 

 

 

 

 

 



TEST CASES 
 

Case 1: Sales Invoice PA Customer with CIG code 

Invoice creation and posting 

Create a new Sales Invoice by selecting Customer 10000. Insert a value in the Activity Code field: 

 

In the Invoice Details (Dettagli fattura) section, select Payment Method Code = TRASFBANC: 

 

 



Fill the Fattura Elettronica section as described in the following picture (some fields will be automatically 

populated from the Customer Card). Here select also the CIG code previously created (CIG field): 

 

 

In the Sales Invoice Line section, create a new line with: 

- Type = Item 

- No: 1960-S 

- Quantity: 1 

- Unit Price: 193,70 (should be automatically populated) 

 

 

 

Now post the Sales Invoice: 

 

 



When the Sales Invoice is posted, you have a confirmation message. You can avoid to open the posted 

document, but please write the Posted Invoice No. (here is 19-102024) because we’ll use it in the next step. 

 

 

 

Electronic Invoice Data Generation 

The app permits to automatically collect the data for creating an electronic invoice for all the posted sales 

invoices (you can apply filters on the posted document that must be transmitted to the SDI system). 

Here, we want to collect the data for generating the electronic invoice of the sales invoice previously 

posted. 

On the Search box, search for “attiva princ” and select the list that appears to you: 

 

In the Fatturazione Elettronica Attiva (Pagina Principale) page, select Documento and then Acquisisci 

Fatture di Vendita: 

 



 

In the acquisition filter pane, select the previously posted invoice number as filter and click OK: 

 

 

The system will show a message with the number of invoices acquired for the electronic invoice generation: 

 

 

And then you can see the acquired data: 



 

If you click on Documento and then select Scheda Fattura Elettronica you have a page where you can 

navigate the different sections of the electronic invoice data: 

 

 

Under the Naviga action, you have different menus for the various sections: 

 

 

 

Case 2: Sales Invoice to a B2B customer starting from a Sales Order 

Step 1: Creating the Sales Order 

Create a new Sales Order document and select Customer = 20000 (as previously configured). Insert also a 

value in the Activity Code field: 



 

In the Fattura Elettronica section, select data as follows: 

 

 

In the Sales Lines section, create two lines with the values as in the following picture: 

- Line 1: 

o Type: Item 

o No: 1896-S 

o Quantity: 1 

- Line 2: 

o Type: Item 

o No: 1908-S 

o Quantity: 1 

 

 



 

Post the Sales Order: 

 

 

On the posting confimation dialog, select the first option (Shipment): 

 

 



A Sales Shipment Document is generated and posted. 

 

Step 2: Sales Invoice creation and posting 

Create a new Sales Invoice document, select the Customer = 20000 and insert a value in the Activity Code 

field: 

 

In the Details (Dettagli Fattura) section, select Payment Method (Cod. Metodo di pagamento) = 

TRASFBANC: 

 

 



We now need to select the previously posted shipment to invoice. From the Sales Invoice Line section, 

select Funzioni → Ottieni Righe Spedizione: 

 

 

Here select the Sales Shipment Document previously generated: 

 

 

The lines for the Sales Invoice will be generated from the Sales Shipment. Now you can post the Sales 

Invoice: 

 



 

When posted, a confirmation message appears. You can avoid to open the posted document but take note 

of the posted document number (we’ll use it in the next step): 

 

 



Step 3: Electronic Invoice Data Acquisition: 

On the Search box, search for “attiva princ” and select the list that appears to you: 

 

In the Fatturazione Elettronica Attiva (Pagina Principale) page, select Documento and then Acquisisci 

Fatture di Vendita: 

 

 

In the acquisition filter pane, select the previously posted invoice number as filter and click OK: 

 

 

The posted sales invoice data will be acquired: 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Case 3: Passive Invoice Management (incoming electronic Purchase Invoices) 
Electronic incoming Purchase Invoices send from SDI to the customer are loaded into Dynamics 365 

Business Central via the external connector. 

NOTE: Here we have a demo Configuration Package that must be loaded and executed in order to have the 

demo data of some incoming electronic purchase invoices. 

Step 1: Import data from Configuration Package 

From the Configuration Packages page, import the Configuration Package called TZ_B2B_APP: 

 

After imported the package, select Process (Elabora) and then Apply Package (Collega Pacchetto): 



 

Demo data of incoming electronic invoices will be imported to the database. 

Step 2: Data Acquisition 

Search for “passiva princ” and select the list page that appears on the search results: 

 

 

Here you can see the incoming electronic purchase invoices data that arrives from the SDI entity: 

 

 

 

 

Select the first invoice document and click on Funzioni → Accetta: 



 

The system checks the data validity and if all is ok the document status will be set to Accettata (accepted): 

 

 

 

Step 3: Purchase Invoice protocol 

We now need to propose a draft of a real purchase invoice starting from the incoming electronic purchase 

document. To do so, select Protocollo and then click on Proponi Protocollo: 

 

 

The system works and if all checks are good then a Purchase Invoice document is generated and opened to 

the user. This Purchase Invoice has some fields that are populated starting from the electronic purchase 

invoice selected: 

 



 

 

Step 4: Purchase Invoice registration 

In order to post the Purchase Invoice, the lines must be inserted (lines are not inherited from the electronic 

invoice). Create a line with: 

- Type: G/L Account 

- No.: 7120 

- Quantity: 1 

- Direct Unit Cost: 1794,17 

 

Now post the Purchase Invoice. 

When the Purchase Invoice is posted, if you go back to the list on step 2 you can see that the field 

Protocollo NAV on the electronic invoice record is assigned as the Document No. of the posted invoice: 

 



 

NOTE: in this list there are some views available to filter the incoming electronic documents for status:
