Using the enhancement LIS365 Process Management, all processes are to be recorded 
and documented in a list of processes. 
 
 
2 Necessary setup: 
Perform "Process Setup" to make the Process Management extension available.  
 
3 Function description: 
First performed in BC as "Process Setup" which is called via the search.   

 
Create a number series assignment by clicking on the dropdown field and selecting 
"New" or from a complete list: 



 

 
 
Fill in the fields and check the boxes "STANDARD NO." and "MANUAL NO." so that the 
number series can be entered automatically as default or manually. The setup is 
complete. 
 
To run through the process, you start with a sales quotation and assign a process 
number.  



 

 
 
Open the drop-down box "LBT Process No." and click on "New" to start a new process.  
 

 
 
You can enter a number manually or you can just enter a description and a number 
will be assigned automatically.  



 

 
Now you create an order from the offer and an invoice from it. Then you open the list 
of operations by entering "Process" in the search and opening the list.  
 

 
 
The process appears in the list and you click next on the function "Navigate". 



 
  
 
In the "Navigate" screen, click on the "LBT Navigate Process No." function.  



 

 
 
A list appears with all the items associated with the process. The process number is 
displayed in the corresponding items.
