Article 1 (Definition)

"This agreement" means the terms of these Terms of use.
"the company" refers to the Sourcelink, Inc.

"User" means the customer who has received an ID and password from the company after accepting this
agreement and completing all the procedures for registering the use of the provisions.

"Paid service" refers to a service (Sourcelink Excel reporting tool service) that creates reports using
Microsoft Excel in the Microsoft Dynamics 365 system which is in use by the user.

"Free service" means a free trial service for a paid service.
"This service" refers to a paid service and a free service.

"This product" means the software used to use the service and the software that is manufactured by the
company including the software update and related materials.

"SLERT" means the generic name of this product and the service.

"Related contract" means the contract, use contract, evaluation contract, and other related contract for
the service that the user concludes with the company in the use of SLERT collectively or separately.

"Related Materials" The user manual included with SLERT, installation Guide, or any other material
related to SLERT provided to the user by the company.

"Application form" refers to the application form of the paid service prescribed by the company.
"Usage fee" means the fee of the paid service described in the application form.

"cancellation prohibition period" means 12 months from the first day of the month of the start of the
paid service.

"Manual" means the description of the function of SLERT, the method of use, and information necessary
for use of SLERT.

"provisions, etc." means the terms of use and regulations, etc., which are specified separately from this
term of use by the company.

"Confidential Information" refers to the information disclosed on the designated secret from the other
party.

"Information recipient" means the party that received the confidential information.

Article 2 (General Provisions)

1.

The purpose of this agreement is to establish a rights-obligation relationship between the user and the
company who has applied for the download of this product and the use of the service for SLERT
provided by the company.

When you download and run the product, click the button in the License Agreement window, or enter

the corresponding symbol, you have unconditionally consented to this terms of use for this product. If
you do not agree to the terms and conditions of this agreement, discontinue use of the product and
remove the product. You will be entitled to use SLERT in accordance with the terms of this Agreement by
clicking the button to confirm the consent of the License Agreement window or by entering the
corresponding symbol.

In the case where provisions are established, the provisions shall constitute a part of these terms and
conditions, and, when the contents of these terms and conditions differ, the user shall approve and
comply with such changes in order that the effective timing of the change shall be applied in priority.

The company may change these terms and conditions without obtaining prior consent from the user.

Article 3 (Attribution of rights)

Copyrights and other intellectual property rights relating to the appearance, structure, and composition of
SLERT and the service SLERT belong to the company and the original rights holders who have authorized the
company to grant the license to users pursuant to this agreement. SLERT's copyrights and other intellectual
property rights will not be transferred from the company and the original rights holders to the user by the
application of SLERT or the conclusion of this agreement.

Article 4 (License)

The company shall grant the user non-exclusive use rights that cannot be transferred. The rights granted to
the user by the company do not include right to sub-license.

Article 5 (Application for paid services)

The user shall confirm the following and apply for the use of the paid service by the application form.

The paid services cannot be cancelled during cancellation prohibition period. However, if you pay a
penalty that corresponds to the usage fee of the cancellation prohibition period, you can cancel
immediately.

The fee for the use of the paid service contract shall be calculated as a one-month unit from the first
day of the calendar to the last day of the month and a prorated basis due to cancellation during the
month is not performed, except as otherwise stipulated by the company.

In the use of the paid service, the user agrees that these Terms and conditions apply, and, in accordance
with the procedures prescribed by the company, shall apply for the use contract.

e. Any act of disposing of the position in the contract of use as a user without obtaining the
approval of the company, or the right or obligation to a third party, to make use of it, or to
dispose of it.

In the event that the user falls under each issue of the preceding paragraph, the company shall request
the user to correct it, and, if it does not rectify it, it will be able to cancel the use qualification regardless
of the user's consent or not.

If the user removes the eligibility, the company shall delete all data stored by the user in the use of
SLERT, and the user shall not object to this.

In the event of a cancellation in cancellation prohibition period, the user shall pay the company a usage
fee equivalent to the fee amount for all the cancellation prohibition period.

Article 14 (Structure of services)

1.

The company shall be able to change, add, or terminate all or part of the services of SLERT, without
requiring prior notice to the user, for any reason whatsoever. In accordance with this, we shall not be
liable for any damages incurred by users or other third parties.

If the user wishes to get technical support for SLERT from the company or to customize SLERT, the user
should notice to the company. The cost of support or customization in this case shall be determined by
the discussion between the company and the user.

Article 15 (Usage fee, etc.)

Paid service users shall pay the usage fee in accordance with the conditions and methods set forth
below.

The company may notify the user and revise the usage fee, etc. at any time.

The user shall, by the end of the current month (in the case of a non-business day of the financial
institution, one working day before the end of the current month), pay the monthly usage fee for the
next month to the bank deposit account of the company designated by the transfer remittance.

The company may, at any time, change some or all of the contents of the SLERT, or suspend or
discontinue some or all of the SLERT, without notice or with or without your consent.

In the event that a disadvantage or damage occurs to the user by the change or the interruption, the
suspension, and the cancellation of the content based on paragraph 1, the company assumes no
responsibility at all.

Article 18 (Intellectual property rights)

All rights including but not limited to following rights belong to the company. The rights includes copyrights,
patents, utility model rights, design rights, trademark rights, and other intellectual property rights, proprietary
rights, trademarks and other matters relating to the system, program, software, service content, procedures,
trademark trade names, and all accompanying technologies.

Article 19 (Disclaimer)

The company does not warrant that SLERT does not have bugs nor any inherent differences in the
interpretation of system specifications, that SLERT fully satisfies the user's requirements and objectives,
or that the SLERT specification conforms to a specific purpose.

The company does not guarantee the operation of SLERT in the environment held by the user.

Loss of profits arising from or related to the use or use of SLERT, loss of data, loss of production, lost of
business opportunity, lost of sales, contract failure, loss of credit, consequential damages, indirect
damages, incidental damages, other similar damages and losses, so forth. The company assumes no
responsibility whatsoever with or without its predictability.

The amount of damages to the user from the company shall be limited to the normal and direct damage

Article 20 (confidentiality)
