To implement

An interface with smart.Market is necessary to auto-approve the subscriptions.
It seems that the option we have is to use the Delegation system. This forces us to implement the sign-
in/sign-up delegation.

Delegation allows you to use your existing web site for handling certain user operations like sign-in and sign-up as oppesed to using the built-in functionality in the developer portal.
A special delegation endpoint on your web site must act as the entry point for any request initiated from the developer portal.
