
DataStax Astra, built on the best distribution of Apache Cassandra™, provides the ability to develop and deploy data-driven applications with a cloud-native
service, without the hassles of  and infrastructure administration.

By automating tuning and configuration, DataStax Astra radically simplifies database operations.

Limits help enforce best practices by defining parameters for operations, such as  number and  size limits, ensuring the database operates with
consistent performance and maintains cluster health.

Each Astra database on a paid tier employs a single  (CU) by default, which represents three database  that are grouped together. A
single CU represents three replicas. CUs ensure high availability by implementing a consistent  that is acceptable for development and
production workloads.

To ensure that an Astra database doesn't exceed capacity, you can expand the database by adding CUs.

Developers can easily resize resources as their needs grow and change and park databases when not in use to save costs and pay for only storage.

To better understand your database capabilities, review the DataStax Astra database limits.

Use the integrated DataStax Studio instance, which is preconfigured to work with your Astra database. No configuration
required. Even better, we added a DataStax Studio notebook that you can use to create tables in your keyspace, generate
data, and learn the Cassandra Query Language (CQL) as you go.

CQL is the primary language for communicating with your Astra database. Use CQL to insert, update, and query data in
tables, drop tables, and much more. Like SQL, CQL statements change data, look up data, store data, or change the way
data is stored. If you're new to CQL, see the DataStax documentation for understanding the CQL command syntax.
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📘 Note
If you choose the Free tier, then your database has a 5 GB capacity so you can test Astra and start developing
today. Free tier databases also have a  of one.replication factor

Frequently asked questions about DataStax Astra.



Astra REST API: Use the DataStax Astra REST API to create an  token and begin interacting with your .
CQLSH: Each Astra database includes an integrated  for interactive Cassandra Query Language (CQL) commands.
Use CQLSH to create tables, insert data, and modify data in your .

DataStax Developer Studio: Each Astra database embeds a DataStax Developer Studio instance that is automatically
configured for interactive CQL commands. Kickstart development with the included Developer Studio notebooks.
DataStax Bulk Loader: Use DataStax Bulk Loader (dsbulk) to load and unload data into your Astra database. You can load
data from a variety of sources and unload data from DSE or DDAC databases for transfer, use, or storage of data.

Metrics dashboards: Use the integrated metrics dashboards to view health metrics that include information regarding latency
and throughput to the database. These metrics provide insights into the performance of the database and how workloads are
distributed.

While you can run DataStax Enterprise (DSE) both on premises and in the cloud, DataStax Astra allows you to create Astra
databases in minutes, with reduced complexity, fewer operational concerns, and an approachable entry point for developing your
applications. DataStax Astra is a true database-as-a-service (DBaaS) offering that provides simplified cluster management with
flexible pricing. Also, DSE includes Advanced Workloads (DSE Search, Analytics, and Graph), which are not available in DataStax
Astra.

Apache Cassandra version 3.11 is compatible with Astra databases. Additionally, each of the supported DSE and Apache
Cassandra drivers is compatible. See Which drivers work with DataStax Astra.

DataStax Astra supports creating databases on Amazon Web Services (AWS), Google Cloud Platform (GCP), and Microsoft Azure.

DataStax Astra supports single-region deployments only. These regions vary based on the selected cloud provider and more are
added over time. The regions that are currently available can be seen on the create database screen. Within a , data is
replicated across three availability zones to ensure high availability.

You can create up to 5 databases per region, and add a total of 20 capacity units (CUs) per database (10TBs). To adjust the 
 limits or request new regions contact DataStax Support.
